SUNDAY 16th OCTOBER: LITTONDALE IN LATE SUMMER
Enjoy the panoramic views from Birks Fell before descending down into peaceful Littondale.

Distance/Grading: 8.5 miles / Moderate to Strenuous
Catch bus 883 from York Piccadilly at 08.30 and change at Ilkley to bus 874. Return on bus 800.

Walk along eastern foothills of Pennines with views of Markenfield Hall, Fountains Hall and Abbey.
Start: Ripley, Cross: 10.35     Finish: Fountains Abbey Visitors' Centre: Approx. 16.30
Distance/Grading: 8.5 miles / Moderate to Strenuous
Catch bus 883 from York Piccadilly at 08.30 and change at Harrogate to bus 36 at 10.05.

Return on Fountains Abbey Shuttle bus 139 to Ripon; then bus 36 to Harrogate and 883 to York.

Ramble through this farming area in the pass between Grassington and Airedale.
Start: Rylstone: 12.40     Finish: Gargrave: Approx. 16.00
Distance/Grading: 5 miles / Easy
Catch bus 883 from York Piccadilly at 08.30 to Skipton (arrives 10.45). Explore Skipton and have a break. Then catch bus 872 from Skipton bus station at 12.30. Return on bus 883.
