As always I’m grateful to everyone who has offered to lead a walk for us.  We have plans for a full year of PT walks throughout 2011, but at the moment I’m waiting to see what my roster and Rest Day pattern will be for next year before committing myself, So if you would like to add a walk to our 2011 programme then do send it in. I would like to keep our usual mixture of walks either local to York, in the Dales (we hope to do the 101 mile Yoredale Way in 8 stages next year) the Wolds and the North York Moors and Yorkshire coastline. 

All suggestions will be considered although I would suggest we use other buses than the 08:22 840 Coastliner (now retimed) on summer school holiday Saturdays, such as those in the Moorsbus network instead.
At the moment we don’t know what effect, if any, the Government’s proposed cutbacks in public expenditure will have on local bus services. Hopefully, they will be minimal but we have to be realistic and it may have quite an effect on what we can organise. 

We will know by the time our next walks programme comes out in  December & January 2011’s “Area News”

Amongst a full programme of midweek and weekend walks, the York Ramblers Group will also be organising
