This is to plan more public transport walks taking place through Autumn and Winter and early 2008 and which can be included in the Area Walks Programme and future issues of ‘Area News’. Everyone welcome to attend. 
Please let us have any further ideas for walks by then. We especially need offers of short/er walks, any day of the week, using one of the many city bus routes, such as parts of the York Millennium Way, as well as walks further afield. Hope you can join us.
On October 7th we shall be joining friends from the Howden & Goole RA Group for a circular walk starting from Church Fenton station. And already planned for next year we shall be doing the Selby Horseshoe walk in February and a more ambitious walking of the ‘Minster Way’ between Beverley and York Minsters in four stages on March 15th, April 19th then September 20th and October 4th. In between them in May, June, July and August I plan to do ‘The Ainsty Bounds Walk’ around York, via Tadcaster, Wetherby and Hammerton. All suggestions and offers to lead a walk will be taken up and are most welcome.
