Stage 6 of the Whitby Way


Catch the 08.22 840 Coastliner to Pickering to change to the M50 Moorsbus

to Rosedale. Back via the 15.15 NR train from Glaisdale to Whitby for the
17.31 X40 Coastliner back to York, arr 19.25,

Sat Sept 19th Glaisdale to Whitby  11mls linear  
Stage 7 of the Whitby Way


Catch the 09.26 TPE train from York to Middlesbrough, to connect with the 10.38


NR Esk Valley service down to Glaisdale. Back via the 17.31 or 18.16 Coastliner bus 



back to York at either 19.40 or 20.45.

We also hope to put on additional PT walks in between those listed above - more details in “Area News”

Amongst a full programme of midweek and weekend walks, the York RA Group will also be organising

2 coach rambles in 2009, plus the usual Wednesday Ambles & Sunday Afternoon Walks and a 
Programme of Local Summer Evening Walks will start in early May running through to August.
FOR ALL WALKS – please come suitably equipped for the day’s walking, which may be rough in places,

and the possibility of changeable and inclement weather. 

You will also need to bring sufficient food and drink for yourself for the day’s walk.

All bus/train times and walk details were correct when printed (October 2008) 
but may subsequently be changed.  Please check before setting out.
We have come to realise that you need quite a bit of patience and flexibility when planning walks using public transport, which is prone to last minute changes. However, we shall never leave earlier than stated and will possibly shorten or do an alternative walk using a later bus/train if found necessary.
